What is TAFE Outreach?
Outreach provides courses for people who find it difficult to enter education or training programs because of barriers. Some of these barriers may be income level, age, gender, family commitments, cultural, physical or intellectual disability, English language ability, or little previous formal education.

Outreach Aims to:
· Develop work skills that can lead to employment 

· Provide a first step into further study at TAFE or other educational providers 

Who are Outreach Courses for?
· People from non-English speaking backgrounds 

· Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islanders 

· Single parents with little formal education and employment skills 

· Women preparing to re-enter the paid workforce 

· Workers who have been retrenched or require skills to equip them for industry re-structuring 

· Volunteer or low paid workers who wish to increase their skill level so that they can compete for higher level jobs 

· People with disabilities

Where and When are Courses Held?
· Courses can be held at college or in the community in places such as schools, community centres, local halls and industry locations. 

· Courses can start at any time of the year. Days, times, teachers and locations are organised to suit student needs. 

· Individuals or groups can approach TAFE Outreach. Outreach works with a range of community agencies, local organisations, cooperatives, unions and employers.
